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The conclusion of a hui will be marked by formal farewells known as poroporoaki. It is
usual for the manubhiri or visitors to initiate the poroporoaki. This is because it is
considered good etiquette to let the visitors leave when they are ready, and impolite for
the hosts to tell them to leave. Poroporoaki generally happen in the wharenui at the
conclusion of a hakari but are also held inside the wharenui and, more rarely, on the
marae atea.
